The Round Pantry at Westview Presbyterian Church recently celebrated it’s 9th 
birthday.  Since opening on April 10, 2010, they have welcomed 39,534 visits by 
individuals and households in need of food.  Just on April 9th, 202 shoppers were 
served - which means food was provided to over 800 adults and children. 
Meeting this need is due to the service of Community Food Share (CFS), 
donations from friends and partner churches like Light of Christ, and thousands 

of hours of volunteer dedication.  As availability of food from CFS has declined and the number of new 
shoppers continues to rise, the Round Pantry is in need of additional volunteers and donations of any 
nonperishable food.  Please consider helping by placing your nonperishable food donations in the 
blue container in the Narthex. We will also post specific food needs on the Round Pantry Shopping 
List in the bulletin.
